Among his roles have included: 17 years as the Canadian Delegate to the Yukon River Salmon negotiations under the Pacific Salmon Treaty; 13 years helping to establish and chair the Fish and Wildlife Management Board; 12 years with the Salmon sub-committee, including sitting on the review board of the Yukon Placer Authorization and the consequent development of the new Placer Regime. Not to mention, his work with YCS as the Mining Coordinator!
